The Eurasia studies concentration is designed to provide students with
interdisciplinary training in the study of Eurasia, with special focus on
Central Asia and secondarily on Russia/the Soviet Union and Eastern
Europe. Students will develop a high degree of competence in the history,
politics, and culture of Eurasia and a basic competence in a relevant
language.
